He also told that the Solar power production 1s DC and the Power
stored in batteries is also DC, hence the same DC can also be useg at home
for running electronic equipment without using an in‘/erter. Most
electrical appliances and electronic gadgets can be used with Dc Power.
Running a DC system along with the AC system eliminates the peeq of
inverters, this method is useful to avoid sine wave problem in inverter.
Battery life will be high and there is lesser transmission loss. All
electronic equipment / devices available in the market can directly be
powered using 180 to 220 volts of DC sources instead of 230 Volts AC
sources required for normal operations.

He concluded that the television, personal computer, fluorescent

lamp with electronic ballast, CFL lights, mobile chargers, digital set top

boxes, DVD players, and laptops can be operated using DC sources.

Nowadays ceiling fans are also available for working in both AC and DC

for almost the same Price.

Optimization is the act of obtaining the best result under given circumstances. The
ultimate goal of all such decisions is either to minimize the effort required or to
maximize the desired benefit. Since the effort required or the benefit desired in any
practical situation can be expressed as a function of certain decision variables,
Optimization can be defined as the process of finding the variables that give the
maximum or minimum value of a function. In many real-life optimization problems,
multiple objectives have to be taken into account, which may be related to the
economical, technical and environmental aspects of optimization problems.

These objectives are usually incommensurate and in conflict with each other.
Because of the presence of conflicting multiple objectives, a multi-objective
optimization problem results in a number of optimal solutions, known as pareto
optimal solutions. In a multi- objective optimization, effort must be made in finding the
set of trade-off optimal solutions by considering all objectives to be important. One,
straightforward approach to solve the multi-objective optimization problem is to
convert them into a single objective problem by linear combination of different
objectives as a weighted sum method is that a set of non-inferior (or pareto optimal)
solutions can be obtained by varying the weights. Unfortunately, this requires multiple
run as many times as the number of desired pareto optimal solutions. Furthermore,
this method cannot be used to find pareto-optimal solutions in problems having a non-
convex pareto optimal front. The ability of Evolutionary Computation techniques like
Genetic Algorithm to find multiple optimal solutions in one single simulation run
makes them unique in solving multi-objective optimization problem. In this
presentation, the details of multi-objective genetic algorithm in solving the multi-
objective optimization problems will be presented. Case studies on power system
optimization problems will also be presented.
